How to use benefits calculator – Chapter 33 Post 9/11 GI-Bill® only
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· In columns A-C, rows 2-5 input your demographic information. If you do not know your student ID number or have not been given one yet, you can leave this portion blank.
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· In column E put the amount of credits you will be registered for each term

· In column G select “Y” or “N” for Yellow Ribbon

Notes: 
· You must have 100% eligibility in order to be YR eligible, your CoE will have this information
· You may be eligible for YR, but not have access to the SU Law YR funds because the list is full. It is recommend you try this using both “Y” and “N” to see what tuition will look like both ways

· In column H select the percent eligible you are the GI-Bill from the drop down menu

Note: 
· You will want to make sure that you select the same percentage for each term, the amount you are eligible will not change unless the VA tells you

· In column I input the scholarship amount you will receive each term 
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· After you input the data for columns E-I information will auto populate in these columns, with the exception of column K. 
· If you are a 1L, you will need to add $100 to the Matriculation Fee column for either Summer or Fall depending on when you will start. This is a one-time fee that you do not have to worry about after your first term.
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· You will notice that as you add information, the numbers in these columns and rows will change. Depending on the amount of credits you have and the scholarship you have will depend on how much gets taken from you available VA funds.  

· The VA pays out as follows:  Scholarship ( GI-Bill ( Yellow Ribbon. 

· What is important for you to look at is column W, which will tell you any tuition and fee you will owe at the end of a specific term.
